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Caregiver College Set for Saturday, Feb. 21 at RCC 
 Randolph Community College is partnering with Randolph Hos-
pital, Hospice of Randolph County, and Crossroads Rest & Re-
tirement Center to offer a one-day intensive training event for 
home caregivers in February. The event is being partially funded 
by a grant from the Randolph Hospital Community Health Foun-
dation. The Caregiver College, set for 8 a.m. - 3 p.m. on Satur-
day, Feb. 21, at RCC's Asheboro Campus, will offer 12 breakout 
sessions in four time slots during the day so that caregivers can 
attend the four sessions that benefit them most. All will attend the 
keynote session, "Understanding Yourself as a Caregiver - What 
Do You Need To Keep Going?" The presenter will be Teepa 
Snow, an occupational therapist specializing in dementia care and 
dementia education. Snow has over 28 years of experience in 
geriatrics and provides educational and training sessions to or-
ganizations and providers throughout the United States. Topics 
for the breakout sessions include diabetes, Medicare, difficult 
behaviors, paying for long term care, speech and swallowing dif-
ficulties, managing multiple prescriptions, falls and body me-
chanics, family dynamics, ins and outs of long term care, anat-
omy, emergencies and safety at home, and helpful hints for care-
givers. Session presenters include Karen Pfohl, Joe Ellen 
Needham, Mary Beth Jenkins, David M. Schwartz Sr., Robert A. 
Mason, Mary King, Donald F. Heermans, Susan Behr, Cieanna 
Hairston, Thomas R. McNeill, and Helen Milleson. An open 
panel discussion for the entire group will conclude the day. The 
registration fee for the Caregiver College will be $50 (includes 
lunch for a maximum of 150 participants), but participants who 
are 65 years of age or older are exempt from the $50 registration 
fee. Free home care by a certified nursing assistant is available to 
allow caregivers to get away from home to attend. Participants 
must reserve the free home care, which is being provided by 
Family Caregiver funds, at 633-7706 by Jan. 31. Availability is 
limited.
