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This community is best known for mules and gospel singing. 
Benson, NC is the town we are talking about. Benson is the crossroads for the 
Southeastern United States. Located at the intersection of I-40 and I-95 Benson is 
midway between Miami and New York. The town was named for Alfred Monroe 
Benson who purchased 400 acres between 
the Neuse and Cape Fear River basins. 
Early settlers grew tobacco and cotton but 
today crops feature sweet potatoes, soy-
beans, cucumbers, and corn. Benson is 
best known for two annual festivals. The 
annual Benson Singing Convention 
started in 1921 and features 50 amateur 
and semi-professional Southern Gospel 
groups the fourth weekend in June. The 
fourth weekend in September more than 
50,000 will gather for Benson Mule Days, 
a harvest festival to honor the surrounding farm community and the traditional 
beast of burden, the mule. The three day event includes parades, street dances, 
plenty of bluegrass music, arts and crafts, a rodeo and golf tournament and, of 
course, barbecue. Benson is conveniently located to large towns and recreation 
areas but this Carolina Community is happy home to 3,300 residents.
