Neighborhood Company Hangs 
Hat on Reliability  
Reliability. The word may not mean much to you 
until you need something and it isn’t there. Take 
your phone service for example. As long as there is 
dialtone when you pick up the phone, you don’t 
think much about it. 
 
You have probably become accustomed to dropped 
calls and echoing conversations on your cell phone. 
Not so for your landline phone. Less than superior 
service shouldn’t be tolerated on traditional landline 
phones. Or at least, that is the philosophy of 
Randolph Telephone, the local phone company in 
Liberty. They have gone to great lengths to ensure 
that their infrastructure and your connection to that 
dialtone remain in tiptop shape. 
 
This is the season for bad winter storms and power 
interruptions. Randolph Telephone long ago invested 
in generators to ensure that if the power went out, 
their phones would not. That power back up is so 
reliable, even the Liberty Fire Department has relied 
on it through an unusual partnership where the Fire 
Department has free access to one of Randolph Tele-
phone’s generators located near the old Fire Station 
a few doors down from Randolph’s customer care 
center. No one knows better than Liberty Fire Chief 
J.R. Beard about the importance of access to 9-1-1. 
 
“That’s the kind of company Randolph Telephone is, 
always helping the community of Liberty and keep-
ing our citizens connected,” Chief Beard noted. 
 
“It is important to have a telephone line-powered 
phone in your home, even if you don’t have it 
plugged in to a phone jack all the time. That way, if 
the power goes out, you still have dialtone,” said 
Aaryn Slafky, marketing director for Randolph Tele-
phone. “Some other services send calls over the 
Internet. While they may seem cheaper, they are 
subject to the congestion of the public Internet. In 

fact, we’ve had security system companies tell us 
that they won’t let their customers put their alarm 
monitoring service on anything other than a tradi-
tional landline because of our reliability.” 
 
Recently, Randolph Telephone crews may have 
seemed to be a little more visible than normal in 
downtown Liberty. Their technicians have been busy 
on two major projects. 
 
First, the company has miles of fiber throughout its 
service area to deliver its services. Over the last few 
months, Randolph has begun making that fiber avail-
able to area businesses that may need a faster con-
nection to the Internet. In January, Randolph con-
nected two manufacturing facilities in the Liberty 
community to these fiber services. One of those 
businesses was able to save significant dollars by 
replacing a much slower T-1 service from another 
provider. The other business was able to improve 
productivity with the faster connection between its 
facility in Liberty and its sister location in High 
Point. 
 
The second major project at Randolph Telephone is 
the launch of a television service over its phone 
lines. Randolph now has the ability to offer a variety 
of TV packages, high-definition channels, and digi-
tal video recorder services. The television service 
requires a large amount of bandwidth so Randolph 
has been busy shortening the distances between its 
wire centers. Those distances affect the amount of 
bandwidth that can be delivered to a home. While 
there is still more work to be done, many of 
Randolph’s customers in Liberty and Staley can now 
subscribe to this service. This may be a welcome 
alternative to some, who have previously only had 
access to “rabbit ears.” 
 
“I’ve had our MyTV service working in my home 
for about a month now and I’d encourage others to 
try it,” said Todd Hall, a 13-year installation and 
repair veteran of Randolph Telephone, who has lived 
in Liberty for 17 years. “I like the fact that my work 
at Randolph never gets dull. We’re always deploying 
new technology and getting involved in the commu-
nity.” 
 
Todd is one of many Randolph Telephone employ-
ees who call Liberty home. They often can be found 
driving Randolph’s antique truck in the Christmas 
parade, handing out balloons or offering advice on 
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The Trial of the Big Bad Wolf
